He developed
Emphysema several years later and
passed in 1999.

His family continues to be honored by
the calls, cards and letters from former
students who communicated their
admiration and respect for “Coach”
Pennington. Many said that he played a
pivotal role in their lives, teaching them
to work hard, be accountable for their
actions and do their best — even if they
weren’t the biggest or fastest kid on the
